Contestants must be a current resident of Scotts Bluff County and must have resided in Scotts Bluff County
for at least one year prior to the contest*. (*Exceptions must be presented to & approved by the Board prior
to the contest.)

Contestants will be judged on scholastic achievement, leadership, personality and talent. Any and all
decisions made by the judges will be final.

Talent competition is limited to two minutes. If a contestant exceeds this limit, a deduction of points will be
applied.

If for any reason a contestant is declared a winner and then disqualified, the next choice by the judges will
be declared the new winner.
